FRONT OF VEHICLE — DISASSEMBLY AND ASSEMBLY

1. Park vehicle on level, hard (concrete) surface.

2. Block the rear wheels of the vehicle to preventiclefrom
moving in either direction and set parking brake.

3. Remove the track bar bolt - 30 mm (save for lage)uon the
driver side of the frame mount and the tie rod fach the pitman
arm. (See illustration 1.)
